How do you understand the Bible?

The Bible, as we have come to know and love, is a very misunderstood manuscript. From its divine
+ inspiration (2 Timothy 3:16), to its Hebrew origins, the Bible has been under scrutiny for
thousands of years. The first thing you must understand before reading any further is this. Those
that have been born and reared within the western culture have a very distorted view of the Bible.
Many may find that their interpretations of this divine text are naturally flawed, simply based on

the cultural lens that we view the world.

Here are examples to prove this point. The Bible was written in the Middle East and its
authors were all HEBREW. Now on the surface that might seem like a small matter;
however, that could not be further from the truth. The Bible was written in a land far from
the Americas, and speaks of a people with a distinctly different culture than the dominant
culture of the United States we know today. The language and culture of the Bible are polar
opposites from the mainstream culture here in the United States.

Most people think they have to get

their “faith” in order FIRST but

r it is not their faith that is out of
order. They must first REPENT

as we see from John the Baptist
when he introduced Jesus to the
world in Matthew 3:2, as well as,
when Jesus began His ministry in
Matthew 4:17. Once you get this
foundational principle in order, your

inconsistent faith life will change. This

turning around will “make you free”

(John 8:36) from the traps of the devil.

The root word of repentance is “repent.”

Repentance is the action behind the act OR it is the act put into action.
Therefore, repent from acts that lead to death. As we are taught from
His Word, let’s grow from the milk to the meat of the Word (Hebrews
5:11-12). Hebrews 6:1 shows us that repentance comes before our
beliefs. The discernment that you will then have will guide you away or
around the devil’s traps in life. Then you will have victory in living to
please The Most High Yah/God.

Patrick’s Day, MLK Day, April Fool’s Day, Easter, Thanksgiving,
birthdays, Christmas, etc. We think you get the point. However, the hard
reality for those that say they live by the Bible is that NONE of these

“ho]idays” are mentioned or practiced in the Hebraic societies of the Bible.

None of them! So, why do professing Christians celebrate them? There is
one answer to this question and it is simplc. ..TRADITION. The

celebration of ho]idays is a deep]y rooted tradition of Gentile nations

within the western culture. What we fail to realize is that we have

completely ignored our Heavenly Father’s command when it
comes to the COMMANDED holy days that are to be
observed. All of the Hebrew writers observed the

Holy days that were commanded to be kept

“throughout the generations”
(Leviticus 23:31).
